In this message we will all be challenged to be Wyatt – little warriors who are immoveable as we stand firm; as we let nothing moves us.  We will all be challenged to be Michael – esteemed as those who give ourselves fully to the work of the Lord – the work of him like whom there is no other. 

The Wonderful World of Soul Food – III - In this concluding study of the tools God gives which the Holy Spirit uses to strengthen our faith we look at who are invited to come to the table of the Lord.  It is important that we look closely at our own hearts –with God’s help-  before coming to the Lord’s Supper since God has declared that this is a holy supper.  We will openly face in this message that there are things about ourselves about which we ought to be displeased.  But we will also be challenged to trust God’s statements about us as a result of our having been saved by Jesus.  When we both see as true the statements God makes about us and also are aware of those things in us that are displeasing we recognize in all our living a healthy dissatisfaction that compels us to seek God’s grace more and more so that we grow richer and deeper and fuller in His saving mercy.  Ultimately it is recognizing this dissatisfaction which indicates that we are prepared to come to the Lord’s Table in true faith.
