SCS -   On May 4, the Iowa Department of Education released additional information regarding Educational Savings Accounts (ESAs).  We would like to share some highlights from this; more details can be found on the website: https://educateiowa.gov/pk-12/students-first-education-savings-accounts 

· The state plans to begin taking applications on May 31, 2023.  We will distribute the link as soon as we have it.

· June 30 is a HARD DEADLINE for applications.  Applications may not be submitted after this date.  

· You MUST APPLY to receive the funding.  The application process is meant to be simple and take about 15 minutes.

· We encourage everyone to apply.  Since this is a new policy, we want to show our  support by participating as much as possible. 

· SCS finance committee members will be available to assist families in the application process following the SCS Society Meeting on June 7.

· For the 23-24 school year, all families new to private education as well as families with income below 300% of the federal poverty level will qualify to receive ESA funding.  The Iowa Department of Revenue is sharing your 2022 tax information with Odyssey (a privately contracted company who is managing the ESA administration) to calculate your income level.  We recommend applying early in case any information needs to be verified.
